 You must: 
o Pay attention to your paragraphs . . . does each paragraph have a topic sentence? 
o Quote – heavily!  (at least 10 embedded quotes per essay, and 10 is an absolute minimum; go for 15) 
o Produce an introduction with a one to two‐sentence lead‐in.
