Conclusions--Try These. .. from Elektra Cohen:

As with introductory devices, you must use a conclusive device that is appropriate to your

topic, level of formality, and genre and disciplinary conventions.
1. Restatement or summary (suggestion: Do not use with short papers, 2-5 pages, best with papers over 5

pages long or for very formal situations).

2. Allude back to material in the introduction--frame the essay

Offer a solution

End with a call to action

Give the result of the topic of your paper

Show topic's significance or effect(s)

Personal or group reaction--explain what you or others will do in response to the topic
Punchy single sentence, statistics, facts

Important implications

10. A thought provoking question about your topic

12. Anecdote
13. A trick some writers use is to save a point that could have been made in the body of the paper for the

conclusion. The point should obviously be one of lesser importance.
Your conclusion should be polished and emphatic. You want to leave your reader with a striking impression of
what you've written. This is your last chance to affect the reader.
