Instead of question #4 on the original assignment:

4.  Embedding quotes form the article in your writing and using parenthetical citation, write a 300-word mini-essay advocating for /
calling for the elimination of football – at least football as we know the sport today – in the United States.
This paragraph must be word-processed and must contain at least five brief quoted passages from the article.

Example:  While concussions and big, bell-ringing hits cause certain trouble for football players and their brains, linemen,
especially, who, in games and in practice, have suffered “thousands of jarring blows that shake the brain from front to
back and side to side,” are particularly likely to have C.T.E. (23).

Do the following:

New #4:  Write a 175-word mini-essay advocating for / calling for the elimination of football – at least football as
we know the sport today – in the United States.  You may want to refer to any facts and ideas you learned while
reading the current AoW.
Make sure your mini-essay has a clear thesis.   
PROVIDE A WORD COUNT!!!
Your mini-essay DOES NOT have to be word-processed.  Use this paper.
